ACTIVITIES OF THE NATIONAL SYSTEM OF ICCROM UKRAINE IN
THE PERIOD 2017 — 2019

In accordance with the Law of Ukraine dated 07.10.2015 Ne720-VIII, Ukraine
has accessed the International Centre for the Study of the Preservation and
Restoration of Cultural Property (ICCROM). The Order of the Minister of Culture
of Ukraine Ne 527 dated 11.07.2016 introduced the National System of ICCROM
Ukraine as an intergovernmental body in the field of preservation and restoration
of cultural properties. This Order created the National Executive Committee of
ICCROM Ukraine and appointed the National Coordinator of ICCROM Ukraine.
In accordance with the aforementioned Order, the National Kyiv-Pechersk
Historical and Cultural Preserve has been designated as the basic institution of
ICCROM in Ukraine.

The activities of the National System of ICCROM Ukraine are carried out in
accordance with the annual action plans agreed by the Ministry of Culture of
Ukraine.

Considering that one of the main tasks of ICCROM Ukraine is the
organization and holding of regional, national and international exhibitions,
seminars, conferences on various aspects of the restoration of cultural heritage
properties, during the period of 2017 — 2019 three international scientific and
practical conferences were held.

An International Scientific and Practical Conference on the Problems of
Preserving and Using Historical Underground Complexes in the Negative
Technogenic Impacts was held on October 26 — 27, 2017 at the National Kyiv-
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Pechersk Historical and Cultural Reserve with the participation of the National
Architectural and Historical Preserve “Ancient Chernihiv”.

More than 60 specialists — representatives of scientific institutions, regional
and city administrations, architectural and historical preserves took part in the
conference.

Two sections were held on October 26, 2017:

» Section 1. Problems of preserving monuments: technical, regulatory and
legal.

 Section 2. Historical and cultural significance of underground complexes,
their formation, use and modern adaptation.

In addition, the emergency prevention activities performed on the site of the
Far Caves of the Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra were presented to the participants of the
conference. The caves are unique underground man-made systems. The Near and
Far Caves of the National Kyiv-Pechersk Historical and Cultural Preserve are
underground monuments of architecture, archeology, history and culture of the 11"
century, which became the basis for the creation of one of the most famous
monasteries.

On October 27, 2017, the participants of the conference made a trip to
Chernihiv, where they observed a version of emergency prevention work in the
St.Anthony's Caves of the Trinity Monastery — a cave complex of the 11" — 19"
centuries located on the area of the National Architectural and Historical Preserve
“Ancient Chernihiv”.

On October 25 — 26, 2018, the International Scientific and Practical
Conference on the Methods of Restoring Historical and Cultural Monuments in
Complex Engineering, Geological and Seismic Conditions was held. The purpose
of the event was to study and implement modern methods of restoration of
historical and cultural monuments.

More than 70 experts — representatives of scientific, industrial establishments,
architectural and historical preserves participated in the Conference. At the
invitation of the Minister of Culture of Ukraine, the Unit Director of the Sites Unit
at ICCROM Joseph King intended to participate and speak at the Conference, but
unforeseen circumstances forced him to postpone his visit to Kyiv.

Mr. King sent a video address to the Conference, which was announced at the
opening of the meeting.

October 24 — 25, 2019 the National Kyiv-Pechersk Historical and Cultural
Preserve hosted the International Scientific and Practical Conference on
Restoration of Architectural Monuments under the Conditions of High Level of
Subsoil Waters and Increased Interior Humidity. Most buildings-architectural
monuments — do not have systems to protect them from excessive humidity, which
poses a great risk to both structures and decoration. The general tendency of
raising the level of groundwater, active economic activity, development of adjacent
territories, adaptation of historic buildings to new functions — all this creates a
danger to preserve the historical and cultural heritage. Finding effective ways to
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protect the historical and culture monuments from being moistured is the main goal
of the conference.

All these conferences were held under the auspices of the National
Commission of Ukraine for UNESCO and with the financial assistance of the
Ministry of Culture of Ukraine.

As a result of the conferences, collection of scientific articles were prepared
and reports of the participants were published.

In addition, the National Coordinator of ICCROM Ukraine participates in
various relevant events — seminars, round tables, conferences, etc. both at national
and international levels.

In particular, in 2018 he reported at the Parliamentary Hearing and submitted
proposals to the Recommendations on the state, problems and prospects of cultural
heritage protection in Ukraine.

Besides, the National Coordinator of ICCROM Ukraine participated in an
international scientific conference in Ankara, Turkey on the state of preserving the
unique monument of history and culture of the Khan Palace ensemble in
Bakhchysarai. He also took part in the round table on violation of the humanitarian
law on cultural heritage protection in the territory of the temporarily occupied
Crimea: search for international legal ways of preservation. As a result of these
measures, a joint statement of the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine, ICOMOS and
ICCROM has been prepared on the protection of the monument of national
importance "Khan Palace”, which is part of the property “The Historical
Surroundings of Crimean Khans’ Capital in Bakhchysarai”, which is inscribed on
the UNESCO Tentative List.

ICCROM Ukraine is actively involved in the coverage of this issue in the
media, in particular, there have been numerous speeches on television and a
succession of publications.

Experts from the National Executive Committee of ICCROM Ukraine also
provide advice and guidance on general or specific issues regarding the
preservation and restoration of cultural property; develops and implements
programs for the preparation, training and development of specialists in the field of
preservation, protection, use and restoration of historical and cultural monuments.

MONUMENT TO PRINCESS OLHA, ST. ANDREW,
ENLIGHTENERS CYRILL AND METHODIUS

Kyivan citizens at the beginning of XX century respect their history and outstanding
figures. Thus in 1909, the Kyivan authority has decided to represent the native history by
means of monuments. This project was named "the Historical path™ and stipulated the
construction of alley with 20 monuments between Sofia and Michael's monastery devoted
to our history. In particular, it was proposed to perpetuate the figures as Princess Olha,
Princes Oleh, Sviatoslav and Yaroslav the Wise.

The winner of the competition for the best project of the Princes Olha monument
was young sculptor Ivan Kavaleridze (in cooperation with the sculptor of P. Snitkin
and architect V. Rykov). Cash means for the construction of the monument was given
by Emperor Nikolay Il and Kyivan patron of art O. Tereshchenko. The
monument was multifigured; besides Olha there were figures of Apostle Andrew with
the cross in his hands, as well as Cyril and Methodius with the Gospel. Due to the lack
of means and short term for performance designed bronze has been replaced with
concrete. Then, on September, 4, 1911 the solemn opening the monument in
Mykhailivska square has taken place.

Its further destiny was so dramatic as Olha's destiny. In 1919 Olha's figure was
dismantled, and instead of it the bust of T. Shevchenko was put. Side figures of
apostle and enlighteners disappeared in 1923; their destiny is unknown so far. The
monument has been gradually destroyed during 1920 — 1932. Many years have
passed... After all, in March, 1995 the Kyivan authority makes the decision on
reconstruction of the monument to Princess Olga.
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"Ukrrestoration” corporation had to overcome many difficulties to be arisen on
the way to this purpose: not too many photos of I. Kavaleridze work were preserved.
Connoisseurs of Kyiv history brought to Memorial |. Kavaleridze
fund ancient albums, post cards, photos and drawings. This assistance allowed
processing and specifying details that at first seemed to be unrealizable task. Selection
of material for the monument last rather for a long time, but realization of the lvan
Kavaleridze's plan — to made it from bronze — was not successful this time. After
numerous meetings of leading artists, sculptors and architects of Ukraine it had been
accepted decisions to use white Italian Carrara marble, and they were not mistaken.

The concept of the sculptural composition combines such ideas, as the state,
science and religion. Their personification is the biblical figure of Apostle Andrew
and historical figures of Olha and Slavic enlighteners Cyril and Methodius.

The composition has 3 separate pedestals. In the center there is a majestic figure
of Princess Olha, appearance of which shows great intellect, foresight and internal
concentration. This unordinary woman looks majestic and monumental in general
context of the monument. The figure of Princess Olha was made by the restorers-
stonecutters brothers Mykola and VVolodymyr Sribnjuk (height of the figure is 4.04 m,
and the pedestal — 4.40 m).

Apostle Andrew, with deep belief and hope proclaming the great future of Kyiv,
stands leaning on a crosier and with right hand points to the Kiev hills. Its figure is full
of conviction, moral certainty (height of the figure — 2.70 m, the pedestal — 2.45 m).
Methodius is represented on full growth, in monastic clothes, standing and reading the
unfolded scroll, and Cyril is sitting and writing the alphabet (figure height — 2.73 m,
the pedestal — 2.45 m).

Grand opening of the reconstructed monument of the Princess Olha has taken
place in the Kyiv's day — on May, 25, 1996.

PROBLEMS OF PRESERVATION AND USE OF THE FORMER
POLTAVA PETROVSKY CADET SCHOOL BUILDING

The building of Poltava Cadet School will be erected in 1835 — 1840 under
direction of the architect M.l. Bonch-Bruievich in style of late classicism, thus
completing the formation of the Round Square ensemble in the center of Poltava. It
IS noteworthy that the building was erected on a site that was originally intended to
house a gymnasium, but after the completion of other ensemble buildings
construction in 1811 remained vacant for more than 20 years. The cadet school
with breaks existed until 1919, later there was an infantry school for a while, and
from 1958 to 1995 — Poltava Higher Anti-aircraft Missile Command School. The
maintenance of such a property complex was not in line with the local budget,
which was clearly manifested after the dismantling of the anti-aircraft missile
school in 1995 — 2004. The school grounds were largely allocated to elite
residential buildings, and for the architectural monument it was left a small area,
approximately 6 m wide, around the perimeter of the building. When Poltava city
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authorities sold the building to Kyiv's Avna Trading Company in late 2004, both
sides of the equipment saw positives in it: the seller finally got rid of the object,
which failed to accommodate any function that was gradually being destroyed and
costed, and the buyer was getting a downtown property. However, it was not
rational to place an office center in a three-storey building with a floor height of 6
m, and the location of the shopping center was impossible due to the lack of space
for parking. Under pressure from the public after numerous lawsuits, the building
was eventually returned to municipal property, but the problem of its use remained.
The status of the national importance monument, the features of the spatial
planning solution and the urban situation made it possible to use it for an
administrative or educational institution. However, the city did not need another
budget institution. There have been several competitions for different uses of the
building, but there have been no commercial offers. Finally, in 2018, the City
Council agreed to transfer the building to the disposal of the State Judicial
Administration. The story seemed to make a circle and return to its ascending
point. The building created under conditions of hyper-centralized public
administration and corresponding financing will continue to exist at the expense of
the state budget. But the issue of using excess infrastructure remains relevant for
Ukrainian cities.

SAVING AND REVITALIZING INDUSTRIAL
ARCHITECTURE MONUMENTS

Today, the problem of preserving industrial architecture monuments within
the city has become international. There are three options for the functioning of
industrial objects that are subject to revitalization:

Direction 1 — Creates a general scheme of top management, participants are
connected by technology (exhibitions, galleries) (art center), targeted work on a
common result (art cluster);

Direction 2 — the operation is created from below by the participants through
a cooperative agreement, with a common economic base, perhaps accounting, the
participants themselves choose a place depending on the activity and formulate
space requirements;

Direction 3 — created spontaneously, the set of participants is random.

Art-organization can be represented in the form of a hierarchical model,
where the primary entity is an art object, on the basis of which art-centers and art-
clusters can be formed. The peculiarity of an art-object is that such object or
several objects are separated and exist independently, and if located under one
roof, they are easily replaceable.
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An art-center is made up of several art-objects united by a common
infrastructure. An art-cluster is a higher level of art-education where art-objects are
interconnected and aimed at achieving a common result. Based on the combination
of several art schemes, it is possible to create a mega-cluster with a combination of
several simple clusters and additional art-objects related to the common
infrastructure in its structure.

Functional diagrams of art-clusters can be of three types: with the
combination of many equivalent functions, none of which is the principal, with the
combination of one principal and minor functions, with the presence of several
basic functions, and the so-called micro-clusters, with only a few functions present.

THE MONUMENT OF HISTORY AS ONE OF THE FORMS OF
MONUMENT PROTECTION IN POLAND

The presentation concerns the Wislica town as a Monument of History. That form
of monument protection is one of the five listed in the Monument Protection Act.
A monument that can be entered into the list of Monuments of History must
possess a special cultural value and unique significance for Polish culture. Wislica
possesses the above mentioned features, and consequently can aspire, as an urban-
planning-architectonic complex, to become acknowledged as a Monument of
History of Polish National Culture. The town is located in the Swietokrzyskie
Voivodeship, in the Busko district. Currently, it is a peripheral centre, whose
origins date back to the early medieval period. Several settlement elements from
that period have survived in Wislica (relics of the Romanesque church of St.
Nicholas; relics of the church of the Holy Spirit; relics of the church of St. Martin;
the archaeological-architectonic relics “Regia”; relics of the Ist and 2nd
Romanesque church and a hill fort), which constituted an early-medieval
agglomeration in this area at the time.

THE EXPERIENCE OF RESTORATION AND REVITALISATION
OF CULTURAL HERITAGE MONUMENTS IN UKRAINE

The issues of the monuments preservation are divided into the legal problems
(imperfect system of monuments registration; failure to comply with the
monument protection requirements; inefficiency of the work of the monuments
protection authorities; the disparity between the national legislation and
international law) and the restoration issues directly associated with the work of
the restoration industry, and methods of their solution

The modern theory and methodology of the restoration science in the field of
protection of the immovable architectural heritage in Ukraine, based on a vast
array of information about the world and national experience of the restoration
works, the re-creation of architectural monuments during the last two centuries, is
largely determined by the general state of architectural and town planning science,
which is currently at the as complex systems and, accordingly, models - functional,
morphological and informational stage of transition from purely traditional
research methods to the use of the latest achievements of the systems approach and
the representation of architectural objects.

The building of the National Philharmonic of Ukraine, the Odessa Opera
House and the "House with Chimaeras" at 10, Bankova St., — restoration of these
buildings was the most complicated, it was a real laboratory of searching for new
techniques and technologies. In the fifth section, "Methods for the Restoration of
Outstanding Architectural Monuments", the national experience of reproducing
completely or partially destroyed unique monuments was analysed.

Over the past decades, the St. Michael's Golden-Domed Monastery, the
Assumption Cathedral of the Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra, the Church of Assumption of
the Virgin Pyrogoshcha on the Podol, the monument to Princess Olga and St. Cyril
and Methodius, St. Volodymyr's Cathedral in Chersoneses, which are of great
importance as symbols of Ukrainian statehood and examples of the architecture of
their time, were reconstructed. Only the foundations were left from many unique
monuments (Desiatynna Church, the Church of Assumption of the Virgin
Pyrogoshcha, St. Michael's Golden-Domed Cathedral with the bell tower), in
some, besides the foundations, there were also walls and separate fragments (St.
Volodymyr's Cathedral in Chersonese, the Assumption Cathedral of the Kyiv-
Pechersk Lavra). In this case, the main restoration task was the maximum
preservation of artefacts — foundations, walls etc.

Among constructions Old Cave Fortress the one of the most picturesque is an
arsenal.  “Ukrrestoration” corporation was conduct works concerning
transformation of this territory on a cultural-art and museum complex “Art
Arsenal”.
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
