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market, as well as in a number of other cases. However, the effectiveness of
biopolitics in Ukraine is constrained by traditional Ukrainian institutions,
including the weak resource base of the state, pluralism of political elites, and
so on. Authorities are unable to monitor compliance with quarantine regulations.
At the same time, it forces public authorities to transfer part of their power to
influential informal social groups, in particular the leaders of business groups.
But the characterization of such an event as an element of democratic policy is
premature. Also, the weakness of power leads to increased contradictions
between the levels of political governance.

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Zgurska Valentyna. Government challenges of urban self-organization:
between self-governance and citizen participation

In self-organizing urban systems, any planned intervention has certain
immediate consequences, predicted only to a certain extent, but it also has
tangible side effects that are not always desirable or predictable.

Self-governance focuses on the interaction and decision-making process led
by citizens and non-governmental actors. At the same time, self-organizing
processes concern the adaptive behavior of urban systems and networks,
including the spontancous emergence of large-scale models and nonlinear
causation. The processes of self-governance and self-organization can flow into
each other, as community initiatives may change over time.

The concepts of self-organization and citizen participation are often used
interchangeably, although there is a fundamental difference between such
cooperation and self-organization. When it comes to self-organization, we
primarily mean citizen initiatives that come from outside government control.
At the same time, self-organization should not be understood as a consequence
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or result of a reduction in the role of the state or inefficient provision of public
services.

Self-organization should be seen as a platform for opportunities that focuses
on grassroots governance, involving the interaction of local communities with
government. Such activities allow a wide range of citizens to take a direct part
at all stages of social and urban change, while activating citizens can
simultaneously improve the quality of basic social services.

In this context, excessive politicization of social movements, which are
beginning to make collective demands, should be avoided. Noteworthy is the
approach in which conflict and cooperation act as mutually reinforcing
elements of the political process, in which conflict is not only inevitable but also
a necessary aspect of participation.

Kukuruz Oksana. Interaction of politics and law in the Republic of Poland:
empirical model

The article analyzes the characteristics of the relationship between politics and
law in the Republic of Poland, which are available in the scientific literature.
Indicators that reflect the empirical model of the interaction of politics and law are
identified, and the causal relationships between them are revealed. It is established
that the interaction of politics and law in the Republic of Poland is accompanied by
such phenomena as the politicization of law, political instrumentalization of law,
virtualization of politics and law, inflation of law. Based on the criterion — the
interests reflected in political decisions and legal norms — the empirical model in
the Republic of Poland is called the corporate model of interaction between politics
and law. The described model makes it possible to better understand the causes,
predict the consequences, and thus prevent the inappropriate interaction of politics
and law.

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Bilousov Oleksandr. Romophobia as a form of xenophobia: the case of
Hungary

Romophobia is being studied within the EU on the example of Hungary.
The author connects the aggravation of the problem of discrimination against
Roma and the growth of social antipathy towards them with the reversal of
Hungary in the last decade in the direction of building illiberal democracy. It
was stated that radical political actors in Hungary repeatedly and often with
impunity violated the rights of Hungarian Roma (hate speech; hate crimes;
various forms of discrimination). The inadequate response of Hungarian law
enforcement and judicial authorities to cases of xenophobia against Hungarian
Roma was emphasized. It is noted that when classifying a crime or offence
committed against Roma, the competent authorities of Hungary often ignore
the fact that they were committed on the basis of hatred, with the use of hate
speech and so on. The author hypothesizes that the Hungarian government
latently tolerates Romophobia, despite Hungary’s commitment to guarantee
the rights and freedoms of national minorities. It has been proved that various
manifestations of discrimination and segregation of the Roma national minority
not only persist in Hungary, but also intensify against the background of
intensifying anti-Roma sentiments of far-right political actors and actual
tolerance of social antipathy by the authorities and major parliamentary parties.
It was stated that the Roma national minority is the object of racist illegal
actions of the pro-government media, representatives of the parliamentary
parties Fidesz and Movement for a Better Hungary (Jobbik Party), as well as
non-institutional actors of the far right. According to the author, the activities
of Hungarian actors and the pro-government segment of civil society are not
only not aimed at overcoming stereotypes about Roma in the political culture
of Hungarians, but actually tolerate aggressive rejection, hostility and hatred
towards the Roma population. Such a policy is in line with Hungary’s course to
build illiberal democracy. Given the radicalization and democratization of
Hungarian politics, the author predicts a further increase in Romophobia in the
Hungarian community and the continued tolerance of such sentiments by
leading political actors.
